• Provide those who disagree with your dissent, Hermann Goring's famous 
  quotation. (see below)

  rebellion, and all-around hell raising remain the duty of patriots. 
 
• Realize that it may not be apparent at first, but your dissent does make  
  a difference. 
 
• Read everything. Be seen and be heard. Dissent is not meant to feel  
  comfortable. 
 
• Join an organization. Give them your money or your time or creativity or  
  your support. 
 
• Write to your senators, your congressman, congressional committees, and  
  your newspaper.
